of people who can buy “Shika Senbei” may be helpful. 1 also think raising the price “Shika Senbei” may be effective.
If the price is doubled, for instance, there will be fewer tourists who buy “Shika Senbei” to feed the deer, and as a

result, the unnecessary accidents between the deer and tourists may be reduced.
